Primer Level:

e Usually, these would apply the beginning student studying six monthete year.
¢ Selections will include whole, half and quarter notes written in five finger positions.
« Simple syncopation with quarter and half notes may be introduced.
¢ Occasional accidentals may occur.
e Selections must be at least eight measures long.
